But on SAS 3.0, P3 is use
d to redefine as a POWER DISABLE signal: Asserted voltage (power disabled) 2.1V to
3.6V. This will cause the 12Gb/s SAS HDD on the power disable stage. P3 is not con
nected behind a SAS drive plug connector if the POWER DISABLE signal is unsupport
ed.
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
